Southampton Chess League Code of Conduct

This is not part of the rules, but merely acts as a guideline as to what if expected from clubs and players in addition to informing people as to what procedures are usually adopted in certain circumstances.

1) Every club taking part in the league should supply to the league committee a list of their match captains with their telephone numbers prior to the commencement of the season. For School and College teams it would be helpful to know there term dates in advance.

2) If clubs want any factors taken into consideration in the league fixture list it is their responsibility to contact the league committee.

3) Clubs should endeavour to pay their league fees as quickly as possible,

4) If a team withdraws from any division after the constitution of the league has been determined for that season then the usual procedure will be to reduce the number of relegations from that division.

5) If a team withdraws from any division before the constitution of the league has been determined than the vacancy will normally be filled by increasing the number of promotions to that division.

6) If the relegation of a team causes three teams from the same club to be in the same division then the junior of the three teams may also be relegated.

7) If a team of a club withdraws from the league then players may not be eligible to play for another club if they have played for higher team of that club.

8) Clubs should take responsibility to ensure that where appropriate details of their nominated players should be sent to the league committee. These should where possible be representative of playing strength.

9) If clubs wish to rearrange matches they should endeavour to give their opponents as much notice as possible of their intentions.

10) If teams claim victory 5-0 by default they should ensure that their opponents are aware of this claim.

11) If clubs find it difficult to arrange any fixture they should contact the league committee.

12) When any player is late in arriving for a match clocks are not usually started until 7.30 p.m.

13) Teams should not deliberately default matches of any team while a lower team from that club is fulfilling its fixtures.

14) When a Captain knows in advance he/she will not be able to raise a full team he/she should default on the lowest board.
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
